Uniforms: 
It has been an Auxiliary practice to use a uniform for two consecutive years.  This will not be the case this year due to many of the Auxiliary members outgrowing their uniforms during last season.  After considering many options, we have chosen a less expensive alternative, which at the same time embodies the young vibrant, on the go, spirit of our middle school team.   Shoes will continue to be the tan Jazz/Dance shoes.  If your child has shoes from last season, and can still wear them, they will not need to reorder shoes. The uniform price without shoes will be $74.04.  Uniform price with shoes will be $90.77.  Payment for uniforms can be paid all at one time or in two payments.  The first half payment is due on Monday May 3rd.  All remaining Uniform fees must be paid by May 15th on the day the girls are fitted.  Auxiliary members will be fitted for their uniforms on Saturday May 15th at 10:30 am in the Middle School Media Center. 

Camp:

Each member is to attend the mandatory 3-day summer camp on June 14th, 15th, and 16th from 9:00 until 3:00.  Camp will be held in the Middle School Gym.  The girls will learn three routines.  These routines will be used during all performances.  The cost of the 3-day camp is $45.00 per student and will be due the first day of camp.  This price includes lunch everyday from Zaxby’s, which consists of a Chicken sandwich, chips, sweet tea and a cookie.  Please bring water bottles or Gatorade.
